Everyone participated voluntary. 

Dissemination materials (e.g. species identification 
cards, T-shirt etc.) 

The local organizer had a little money for coffee, soft 
drinks and finger food to offer to the participants.



• Set up a bioblitz project on platforms like iNaturalist.

• Create a BioBlitz Observation Guide, Species 
Identification Cards, etc.

• Use social media to advertise the event.

• Collect observation data using the iNaturalist app or 
other apps, or on paper using data sheets

Organize a post-bioblitz gathering. 

Be sure to remind observers to 
upload their observations, photo or 
sound records when they get home. 

P.S.  Encourage observers to focus 
on recording independently 
verifiable observations (i.e. 
observations with good photos) 
rather than worry too much about 
making field identifications.

Challenges in doing citizen 
science/bioblitz

Observing isn't hard, but it might be hard 
to get people familiar with observation 
apps (e.g. iNaturalist app, FIT count app) 
during the bioblitz.

• Help observers to get 
familiar with posting 
observations before the 
bioblitz starts

• Remember to report back to 
bioblitz participants by 
communicating the results. 
This is a great way to thank 
the participants!!!



The safety of volunteers 
and the public should 
always come first.

• Assign a person to be 
responsible for health  
& safety at your 
event.

• Do a risk assessment.

• Define and implement 
precautionary 
measures that will 
remove or reduce 
any hazards.



•Citizen science offers a 
unique opportunity to 
expand knowledge by 
mobilising local knowledge 
and it can  promote public 
awareness and engagement.

•A vast volume of data can be 
collected in a cost-efficient 
manner by a large number of 
volunteers over a wide area 
or timespan (e.g. several 
decades).
